• �Chlamydia is the most frequently reported sexually transmitted infection/ 

disease (STI/STD) in Minnesota and nationally. (Minnesota Department of 
Health, 2012)

• �Chlamydia represents a serious threat to women’s reproductive health, can 
lead to complications during pregnancy, and may even cause infertility.

• �Half of at-risk women in Minnesota are not being screened.
